The 1452 foot (443m) long wrought iron viaduct was constructed in 1877 and is now a grade II 

list building.

The works consist of the extension and 

extensive refurbishment of the existing 

buildings. 

The 2 substantial extensions were completed 

in 2012 and 2013 respectively to 

accommodate a new kitchen, dining area and 

office suite. 

In addition a new 2 storey reception block 

with a full office management suite and 

entrance canopy was also created. 

Approx Value: £1.5m 

Following a rope access survey, remedial works 

were carried out to protect the structure and repair 

any dangerous degradation. 

The construction work was challenging, due to the 

structure’s age and height. 

To resolve this, the design and construction of a 

special access cradle was necessary.
